[image: image1.wmf]Please consider sharing, creating and publishing a family personal narrative to send to school.  A personal narrative is a true story about the author's life.  It usually includes a character (the author), a plot (two or more events) and they take place in a setting.  The plot usually includes a problem that is solved, a tension that is resolved or something big that changes.
An example of a family personal narrative might be the night dad burned popcorn in the microwave before the movie, the story about the first tooth to fall out or grandma's latest visit.  Talk with your child to think of a small moment to share.  Write the story together and publish it by computer or hand.  Don't forget to add illustrations to make the story complete.  Then send it to school and we will hang it on our story tree for everyone to enjoy.
Then, during the week of December 2nd-6th, your family is invited to join your child's class to share the story.  If you would like to share the story by reading it to the class, please contact your child’s teacher to arrange the perfect time.
